Pledge Information and Rules 

 
1.  Set a goal for yourself and determine how much money you would like to raise.  HETRA supplements a large 
portion of the cost of each of the student�s sessions in order to keep the program affordable for our families.  We 
also provide scholarships to those families in greater need .  If your goal is to raise $600, then you have raised 
enough money to sponsor 8 HETRA riding sessions with our very special students.  Past years winner raised over 
$2000 for the program. 
 
2.  Make a list of whom you will ask for pledges.  Don�t forget to include parents, grandparents, aunts, uncles and 
neighbors.  Email is a great way to get the word out.  Remember to only ask those people you know. 
 
3.  Collect all pledges as you go along.  All pledge forms and pledge money must be turned in by 2:00 p.m. on the 
day of the horse show (September 20, 2008) to be eligible for prizes. 
 
4.  Say Thank You.  Be sure to say and then send a thank you to everyone who sponsored you. 
 
5.  In the event of a tie between places, the time that the pledge sheet and money was turned in will be the tie 
breaker.  The person turning their money/pledge sheet first will be the winner of the tie.   
 
6.  Winners will be announced and prizes will be awarded at approximately 3:00 p.m. on the day of the horse show.
